BACK-UP MATERIAL

TRANSITIONS WORK / STUDY PROGRAM

The pilot of this program started in late 2010 with the introduction of the “My Reading Coach” literacy program.  The Transitions Work/Study Program grew from this in 2011.  This program was developed to provide probation-involved juveniles with a successful transition from high school or GED program to a healthier, more positive personal future.

This 2012-2013 CJD grant proposal will incorporate an Educational Readiness component including 1-1 academic tutoring into the Transitions Program. 

The program coordinator guides each referred youth, ages 15-1/2 to 18, through the entire process of becoming enrolled in a vocational school, junior college or university and/or employment.
The components of this expanded program are as follows:

· Assessment of reading level through the Reading Assessment Prescription Service of “My Reading Coach” computer literacy program.

· Participation in the “My Reading Coach” literacy program if needed.

· Utilizing the Kuder Navigation System identifies individual aptitudes and interests that explore each participant’s options after high school.

· Evaluation of each participant’s educational needs (remedial classes?)

· One-to-one tutoring

· Job Readiness classes

· Job Placement hands-on assistance

· Higher education enrollment hands-on assistance, including how to get financial aid

This grant will be used to expand program staff, namely a Volunteer Tutor Coordinator & Assessment Assistant plus the addition of programs, materials and equipment for the job readiness classes.
