“SAVED BY THE BELL” DELINQUENCY REDUCTION PROGRAM

EXPANSION
Funding Source:
Texas Juvenile Justice Department grant initiative.  The TJJD Board recently approved the investment of $1.5 in Prevention programs only.  Amount of funding based upon the need evidenced by the county and will be awarded at the discretion of TJJD.    

Target Population:
This grant can only serve youth who are not currently under current departmental supervision, but are at increased risk of delinquency, truancy, dropping out of school, or referral to the juvenile justice system.

Method of Award:
Counties are asked to submit full 12 month annualized budget.  If awarded, the FY12 award amounts will be for no more than 6 months.  If the outcomes of the program are positive or promising, the same departments will receive continuing and annualized funding in FY13.

Timeline:
Program Announcement was made on February 17, 2012.


Grant due date:  March 2, 2012


Award decisions announcements:  March 15, 2012


FY 12 Grant year to begin April 1, 2012

This prevention grant expansion will add an additional Truancy Officer to the current “Saved By The Bell” program, thus enabling the program to serve   additional truant students in Lamar Consolidated ISD.
