Juveniles involved with the Fort Bend County Juvenile Probation Department; ages 15-18 years; males and females; academically behind in school; needing to get a GED or high school diploma; lacking in necessary skills to get meaningful employment; lacking in necessary independent living skills to “graduate” to the adult world.

Goals and Program 

Emphasis:
The goal of the TRANSITIONS Work/Study Program is to provide older juvenile probation youths with the tools that they will need to be educationally ready, literate in all areas of lob readiness, and confidently knowledgeable of higher education opportunities and resources in the community that will enable them to work toward a successful personal future.   Educational Readiness  is the emphasis of this grant, which will add an Education Specialist, computer programs, DVDs and other materials to be used in the tutoring of students in math and reading.  One-to-one volunteer tutors will be an integral part.

Timeline:
This grant will begin on September 1, 2012 and be eligible for 3 years of funding at decreasing support of 100%, 80%, 60%.
