Subject: Simonton School

You received a Recorded Texas Historic Landmark Marker from the Texas Historical Commission.  This marker makes it possible for you to request tax abatement on your building from taxing governmental entities such as city, school district, water district, and county--all that apply to your situation.  The taxing entities can give you from 0 % to 100% tax abatement on your structure but not on your land.  You have to apply to each entity separately.  This has been the process for many years unless Texas' tax code has changed this.
 

Your building qualifies because it received a Recorded Texas Historic Landmark Marker which only structures can receive.  Other markers are called "subject markers" or "cemetery markers", and they do not qualify for any tax abatement.  You received the marker in 2012 so the abatement would start with your 2013 tax probably.
