     § KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS: 
COUNTY OF FORT BEND  § 
 
      
 THAT, FORT BEND COUNTY, TEXAS,  a body politic organized and existing under 
the laws of the State of Texas, whose principal address is 301 Jackson Street, Richmond, Texas 
(herein referred to as "Grantor"), for and in consideration of the sum of TEN AND NO/100 
DOLLARS ($10.00) and other good and valuable consideration to Grantors in hand paid by 
FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH FRESNO, a Texas non-profit corporation, (herein referred to as 
“Grantee”), the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, has GRANTED, 
SOLD, AND CONVEYED and by these presents does GRANT, SELL, AND CONVEY unto 
Grantee, its successors and assigns, a non-exclusive permanent and perpetual easement and right-
of-way (herein referred to as the “Easement”) for construction, installation, maintenance, repair, 
replacement, removal, relocation, and operation of underground sanitary sewer line or lines and 
all related appurtenances (herein referred to as the “Facilities”) across, along, under, and upon 
that certain 5,640 square foot parcel of land described in the metes and bounds description 
attached hereto as Exhibit A, and depicted on Exhibit B, both exhibits being made a part hereof 
for all purposes (herein referred to as the “Easement Tract”). 
 
 The easement hereby granted shall be used only for the purposes of constructing, 
repairing, maintaining, re-constructing and operating underground sewer lines and related 
appurtenances and facilities.  Subject to the further provisions hereof, Grantee, its agents, 
employees, workmen and representatives, shall have the right and privilege of ingress and egress 
across the Easement Tract as may be necessary to construct, repair, maintain, re-construct and 
operate such sewer lines and facilities. 
 
 Grantee may construct, install, maintain, repair, replace, remove, and operate the 
Facilities on, across, along, over, and under the Easement Tract and may enter upon the 
Easement Tract to engage in all activities as may be necessary, requisite, convenient, or 
appropriate in connection therewith.  Grantee’s rights shall include, without limitation, the right 
to clear and remove trees, growth, shrubbery, and other improvements from within the Easement 
Tract and the right to bring and operate such equipment thereupon as may be necessary, 
convenient, or appropriate to effectuate the purposes for which the Easement is granted.  Grantee 
will at all times after doing any work in connection with the Easement restore the Easement 
Tract as nearly as possible to its condition prior to the undertaking of such work. 
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 Grantor expressly reserves the right to the use and enjoyment of the Easement Tract for 
any and all purposes, provided that such use will not prevent Grantee from the exercise of all its 
rights under the Easement herein granted.  If Grantor’s use of the Easement Tract requires the 
relocation of the Facilities, Grantor will be responsible for the cost of such relocation. 
 
 This conveyance is further made subject to any and all restrictions, covenants, easements, 
rights-of-way, encumbrances, and mineral or royalty reservations or interests affecting the 
Easement Property and appearing of record in the Official Public Records of Fort Bend County, 
Texas, to the extent that said items and matters are in effect and validly enforceable against the 
Easement granted herein; provided, however, Grantors, to the extent that it has the ability to 
enforce any of said items or matters, agrees that it shall not enforce any of said items or matters 
in a manner which would prejudice or interfere with Grantee’s rights in the Easement. 
 
 TO HAVE AND TO HOLD, subject to the matters set forth herein, the above-described 
Easement, together with all and singular the rights, privileges, and appurtenances thereto in 
anywise belonging, including all necessary rights to ingress, egress, and regress, unto said 
Grantee, its successors and assigns to WARRANT AND FOREVER DEFEND, all and singular 
the said Easement and right-of-way and other rights described herein unto Grantee, its successors 
and assigns, against every person whomsoever lawfully claiming or to claim the same or any part 
thereof by, through, or under Grantor, but not otherwise
