The Facts About Human Trafficking  

 Fastest-growing crime in the world - $32 billion a year. 

 27 million slaves in the world today. 

 99% of victims are never rescued. 

 100,000-300,000 exploited in the U.S. every year. 

 Average age is 12-13. 

 Boys or girls. 

 Children of any ethnicity, race, or religion. 

 Youth of any socio-economic class. 

 1 out of 3 kids who runaway or homeless are at high risk for 

becoming a victim within 48 hours. 

 Average life span is 7 short years.

    2013 University of Portland study –  

    gangs played a part for 49.1% of victims 

•Poverty

American child victims of sex trafficking are being 

arrested for the crime committed against them while 

their abusers walk free.

Surviving on the street 
 

1 out of every 3 street youth in the U.S. at high 

risk of bring approached by a pimp within 48 

hours of running away or being kicked out. 

Fort Bend ISD: 549 homeless students 

40% on free/reduced lunch 

Lamar ISD: 140 homeless students 

50% on free/reduced lunch 

With up to 2.4 million runaways a year, 

statistically 800,000 victims a year just in that 

category. 

 

 



  Texas is a hub 

 

 Texas is the No. 2 state for trafficking of our children (Homeland Security) 

 740 girls under 18 trafficked across the state in one month 

 Department of Justice designated the I-10 corridor as the No. 1 route for human 

trafficking in the U.S. 

 1.9 million children do not know where their next meal will come from;  

    2nd-leading state for child food insecurity 

 1.8 million children live in poverty; 3-plus percent higher than the national rate 



Local realities 

 FBI named Houston as 1 of 14 cities with the highest number of victims. 4 

 

 15% of Texas calls to hotline come from Houston area. 

 

 6,000 Houston teens run away each year. 

 

 During the 2011 school year, Harris County and select Fort Bend County schools identified 
13,262 homeless children. 405 of those were in Fort Bend ISD. 
 

 294 Registered sex offenders 

 

 11 truck stops in or near Richmond 
 

 



A few of our cases 

• 14-year-old sold in 5 states in one month 

• 15-year-old held in captivity for one year 

• 15-year-old recruited at her school bus stop 

• 14-year-old in porn video, stripping, stabbed, beaten, starved, 

given meth 

• 15-year-old sold around Fort Hood  

• 16-year-old victim of SUR-13 

• 12-year-old, dad died; his best friend forced her into porn and 

sex parties; sold to multiple men

 Restoration. Equip them to live a 
transformed life.
